One of the great things about the new forum is that adding documents and pictuthe forum is
much simpler. It does natquire the use of a third party site for the uploading of photographs, and
it means photos andocumentscan be uploaded directly from your own computer.

It should be noted that when up loading pictures to posts, they will not display as aiictyour
postif the resolution is above 300x300 pixels. If this happens, then the picturescneed as a link
instead. Thus, very high resolution pictures can be uploaded if required.

Once installed, it is very simple to operate.

Start the software by clicking on thedniview icon, and then use the File/open menus@lect and
open the picture you wish to resize.

Next use the ImagélesizeResampm menu, and either select the required size of the new image
using thelNew Siz&selecta at the top right, or simply clidke Walbutton to reducethe size
repeatedlyby half till the required resolution is reacheéthe menu is shown below the top left is
shown the resaltion ofthe existing image, and just below it is shotine resolution ofthe image
after your change€Onceyou are happy, click OK. Finally, use the File/®@a&venenu to save the
new reduced size image to a filename of your choide@ it.
